Xonacatlan: The most gratifying part of
this trimester was seeing the skill
development of each boy and girl we
have in the daycare center. We
especially see their improvement in the
work that the children do each day.
The parents thank the teachers
frequently for the advances that
they see in their children.

Lomas: Health workshops on hygiene were held
and the beneficiaries were very excited to learn
about the problems that can be avoided by having
good hygiene. 175 children from a local elementary
school and the local cafeteria participated.

Tabasco: 920 packages of food supplies were delivered to
families affected by the flooding in 11 communities. Medicall
consultations and medicine were provided for 100 families. s
766 packages of vitamins were provided for children. 150
mattresses were delivered. 48 families received support
for the reactivation of urban businesses. 64 families
received support for the reactivation of rural
businesses. 27 large water containers were
distributed for shelters and communities.




[image: image4.jpg]We are finishing the emergency stage in Tabasco, where we have served almost 18,000 people. The
work has given us the opportunity to accompany families that didn't receive any other support. The
extreme flooding and new project led to an additional sacrificial effort on behalf of our staff and also
further revealed to us the lack of support in Mexico to attend to this kind of situation. We are thankful
for the opportunity we had to receive further training on how to handle Risks and Emergencies. We
pray that we will find a way to provide continuity and establish longer tem projects in a few
communities that have greater needs. We would also like to develop strategies that will allow us to
continue strengthening this work area. Please pray for the people who still do not have enough
food, who are suffering from ilinesses, for those who still can't plant their fields because of
continued flooding, and for those who see the future without hope.
The West side of the metropolitan area of Mexico City is inhabited by 4 million people who live in
poverty. Amextra has worked in the area for 22 years and has been developing transformation
projects. At the same time, evangelical churches have quadrupled their
growth in the last 30 years. Amextra is planning to accompany these
churches in holistic service ministries.There are two alliances of pastors |
who are committed to support our plan and we have already begun
with two churches through a community cafeteria and a recycled paper
project. Next month we will begin an intensive training course for
church members on Holistic Transformation which includes material
on methodology, project development, and theological reflection.
Please pray that this opportunity will continue to grow and
R A increase in impact throughout the coming years. The demands of
the last year have exhausted our staff. Please pray that the
Lord will allow us to rest, be renewed and continue united in

the Lord as we see the fruits of our labor. - Fugenio Araiza
